For your family recital participation fee each
family receives 2 comp tickets and a souvenir
program. Recital fees are included in your
monthly (or yearly) payment.

Every year we have people ask why our tuition isn’t reduced or
make-up classes offered since we “cancel” so many classes around
the holidays. All holidays listed in our brochure were counted in
our original schedule for the year, so in fact NO classes are missed.
